- peace and human rights
Psychologists for the Peoples of the World is committed to combating all instances of racism and xenophobia, human and civil rights violations, and to mediate in inter- ethnic and religious conflicts.
- child protection
Psychologists for the Peoples of the World is committed to working for positive development for children and adolescents, supporting their right to education, promoting positive family relationships, and working against all situations harmful to children and adolescents.
- gender equality
Psychologists for the Peoples of the World is committed to working for the rights and dignity of women, helping them achieve equal opportunities and combating violence and abuse against them.
- community development
Psychologists for the Peoples of the World is committed to working for human development and 
 psychosocial well-being for disadvantaged communities, encouraging their participation in development processes and valuing their strengths, their skills, their cultures and their values.
- interventions in emergencies
